Are there Extra regulations? Hydrazin, Per-Chlorates, Per-Oxides,...

No exposure limits = two levels of safety, 
in general = SOP (procedure safety)

PPE 
Personal protection equipment

SOP 
Standard Operating Procedures
write down all preparation steps
visualize all procedures and discuss each step
plan the cleaning procedures before you start

Assumption: all solutes are either toxic or unknown
